Introduction
· Back ground information: Generally discuss content that relates to your purpose 
· Purpose

· Hypotheses: logic included to show connection between independent var.  and photosynthetic pathways
Methods

· Brief discussion of experimental set up; controlled variables, independent variable, dependent variables. 
· Discuss the process of the investigation preliminary trials, changes made, and how the data in the results were obtained.   
Results
· Include multiple data sets (graphs & data tables) that will be used in conclusion. 
· The more evidence, the more valid the conclusion. 
Conclusion
· Support rejection of Hypothesis

· Multiple data sets used. 
· Logical explanation of results using knowledge of how treatments affect specific photosynthetic pathways.
Tips of good presentations:

· Use large font for words

· Use sentence fragments instead of full sentences and paragraphs

· Use visual aids. Not just graph and data tables! Diagrams for photosynthesis, photos of the experiment/observations, etc.
· Everyone should have a solid understanding of material and needs to participate (practice!)

· Make eye contact with audience 

· Don’t read presentation or index cards

· Be ready to address question about why/how things were done, or challenges to background knowledge.
