Seed germination dissertation expectations:
You and your group members will construct a google slide presentation to defend the validity of your scientific methodology. This presentation will also act as a brief lesson (10 min max) to other students that teaches them how your treatment affected the germination rate of mung beans. The expectations are as follows:

PowerPoint

· Organization: Separate sections of presentation the same way as a lab report. (e.g.)Introduction, Results, Conclusion.

· Style: Good presentation format is used. (e.g.) Sentence fragments used, Visual aids (pics, graphs, data tables), Bulleted information, follows the proper organization.  
· Content: Each section is complete with all pertinent information included 

· Introduction: Summary of background research, purpose addressed, hypothesis explained.

· Results: Graph, data table, pictures included

· Conclusion: Hypothesis supported or rejected, data used to do so, explanation of results with content, and elaboration of results especially if they were unexpected and contradict background research.

· Grading: This will be assessed as a group grade ( all members of group help make power point ) 30 Points

Presentations

· Each member of your group will present individually and will be graded on their delivery of material. Good public speaking skills will be assessed (speaking to audience & not just reading slides, eye contact with audience, demonstration of understanding of content)

· Grading = This will be assessed individually, NOT as a group.  10 points  
Remember that these presentations will be no longer than 10 minutes, so keep the powerpoint brief; the more slides you have the longer it will take. If you speak about a slide for just one minute, you should have 10 slides total.
